SUMMARY
Rock the Earth, an exciting environmental advocacy organization that works on issues important to musical artists and their fans, is seeking a part-time Development Director.   Rock the Earth is a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit, national public interest environmental organization dedicated to protecting and defending America’s natural resources through partnerships with the music industry.  We act as advocates to ensure the existence of a sustainable and healthy environment for all and represent those individuals and communities whose environment or natural surroundings are directly and adversely affected by others.  Since 2004, Rock the Earth has been serving the environmental needs of the music industry with a 25-person Volunteer Staff.    

The Development Director will be responsible for developing and implementing a fundraising plan for identifying, cultivating, soliciting and stewarding potential individual donors, foundation grants and corporate donors capable of giving $1,000 to $50,000 annually.  Additional duties include implementing a retention program for current donors, overseeing direct mail campaigns, identifying and creating special events, developing partnerships with corporations, and grantwriting. The Development Director will work closely with the Executive Director, Board of Directors and members of the Volunteer Staff of Rock the Earth on fundraising and special events.

· Actively participate in major gift strategy sessions for past and current donors.

· Create and implement strategies for direct mail campaigns

· Identify and oversee the creation, coordination and follow-up of an annual special event

· Identify prospective grantors and prepare written grant proposals with members of the Rock the Earth Volunteer Staff

· Provide organizational support and leadership:

· Manage, inspire and direct Volunteer Staff and volunteers to write grants, engage and cultivate relationships with potential individual and corporate donors, support special events and implement membership strategies

· Support and train Volunteer staff and Board members in effective fundraising.

· Chair Fundraising Committee and attend Board meetings (monthly)

· Perform other related duties as assigned.

· Bachelor’s degree and an articulated belief in the mission of Rock the Earth.  

· Three to five years experience with fundraising, working with major donors, event planning, public relations, marketing, and grantwriting, with a proven track record of success.  

· Excellent writing and communication skills emphasizing the ability to listen and hear others; as well as integrity and a sense of humor.

· The ability to work approx. 20 hours per week, including some evenings and weekends.  Occasional travel may also be required.

· Experience and comfort working with a donor database, as well as Microsoft Excel, Word and Access. 

· Must be professional, a self-starter with the ability to inspire and lead others, and have a high level of energy.  

· Knowledge and understanding of the environmental and/or music industry is a plus.
